The Good Samaritan 

Such assaults were a regular occurrence on the Jericho 
road. A priest and a Levite - experts in the Law who know 
about salvation and are its professional servants - come 
along, but they pass by with out stopping. There is no 
need to suppose that they were especially cold-hearted 
people; perhaps they were afraid themselves and were 
hurrying to get to the city as quickly as possible, or         
perhaps they were the inexpert and did not know how to 
go about helping the man - especially since it looked as 
though he was quite beyond help anyway. At this point a 
Samaritan comes along, presumably a merchant who    
often has occasion to travelers this stretch of road and is 
evidently acquainted with the proprietor of the nearest 
inn; a Samaritan - someone, in other words, who does
