My first assignment as a priest was in 
Faith where they had just built a new 
church and had a building debt to pay to 
the diocese.

The most immediate needs are new heating and air 
conditioners and the parking lot.  I do not like to ask 
for money especially as I just arrive, but I do believe 
in the upkeep of the parish complex because it is a 
matter of good stewardship. As is stated, please  
continue to use your building fund envelopes so we 
can keep up our buildings and have a complex of 
which we can all be proud.

St. Johnõs Parish has some looming maintenance needs. The          fur-
naces and parking lot are in need of  immediate attention while the roof  
and insulation need to be done in the near future. 

 

Maintenance needs are: 

New furnaces and air conditioners: They have outlived their life spans 
and are 30+ years old.  Replacement including moving them out of  the 
dirt and wet crawl space will be approximately $34,000. 

 

Parking Lot: In order to save our parking lot and ensure many more 
years of  service we need to have it sawed and sealed. Cost will be  ap-
proximately $14,500. 

 

Roof: The church roof  has been patched many times and matching shin-
gles are no longer available. It is need of  repairs. Cost: $36,000. 

 

Padre Hall: needs insulation. Cost: $3,900. 
 

We will not have a pledge drive at this time but hope you will       con-
tinue to help with the costs to maintain the integrity of  your church 
buildings by using the building fund envelopes in your        envelope 
packets.  

Continuing the Building Fund will ensure we will be able to pay for the 
current projects and those that will are coming up in the future!
