A report is made by the ad-
ministrator on the conditions and needs of the diocese and a list of candi-
dates is reviewed by the apost ol
country). The nuncio consults with other bishops as well as 20 to 30 oth-
ers about the candidates backgrounds and a report of about 20 pages is
then prepared with three candidates names listed alphabetically. The nun-
cio also notes his preference of the three names and it is submitted to the
Congregation for Bishops in Rome. The Congregation then meets to discuss
the appointment; they may select any of the three names or ask a new
slate of candidates be prepared which means the process starts over. If
one of the names is chosen by the Congregation for Bishops the name is
forwarded to the pope who makes the final decision and the candidate
chosen is asked to accept the appointment. As you can see the process is a
little bit long and complicated and if all flows smoothly it usually takes
around a year.

need of immediate attention while the roof and insulation need to be done in the near future.

Maintenance needs are:

New furnaces and air conditioners for Padre Hall: They have outlived their life spans and are 30+ years
old. Replacement including moving them out of the dirt and wet crawl space will be approximately
$34,000. (We will begin work when the loan is secured).

Parking Lot: In order to save our parking lot and ensure many more years of service we need to have it
sawed and sealed. Cost will be approximately $16,500. (Parking Lot repair is being completed ).

Roof: The church roof has been patched many times and matching shingles are no longer available. It is
need of repairs. Cost: $36,000.

Padre Hall: needs insulation. Cost: $3,900.

We will not have a pledge drive at this time but hope you will continue to help with the costs to maintain
the integrity of your church buildings by using the building fund envelopes in your envelope packets.

Continuing the Building Fund will ensure we will be able to pay for the current projects and those that
are coming up in the future!
