Local Food Pantry running short of items: More people in need has resulted in the 

Pierre -Fort Pierre Food Pantry now in more need of all types of food items than perhaps 
ever before. Pantry Director Cathie Mercer says there was more use of the pantry in the 

summer months than expected which has resulted in more food having to be purchased 
to meet the need. Mercer says the increase was not in the number of vouchers but the 

number of people using the vouchers and the pantry saw more families this summer 
than usual. Mercer expects the need for the pantry to increase even more in the fall and 

says the shortage of items at the pantry is the worst she has seen. To raise more funds 
to purchase more food, the pantry is looking at federal programs as well as the help of
