Gaudete! Rejoice! 
 

Gaudete in Domino semper: iterum dico, gaudete! Re-
joice in the Lord always, I say it again, rejoice! 
(Philipians 4:4). This Third Sunday of Advent is called 
ñGaudete Sundayò or Rejoicing Sunday. Why? First of 
all, we have the reading from scripture, from the St 
Paul to the Philippians that calls us to ñRejoice       
always!ò Why are we called to rejoice? God is faithful 
and God is near! John the Baptist, appearing on the 
scene in todayôs Gospel, tells us that he is preparing 
the way of the Lord. The Lord is in our midst, he is 
very near! When we discover and recognize the Lordôs 
presence, we have reason for joy. But Why? What is 
the cause of our joy?  

 Well, letôs consider the joy we experience in our daily livesé Perhaps you havenôt 
seen a friend in a long time and she comes to visit. Youôve had a longing to see her, but     
circumstances, distance, or time have prevented your getting together. Now she arrives. You 
are filled with great joy because your longing, your desire has been fulfilled. This is true for 
those looking forward to a vacation, a special event, the day of graduation or a wedding. 
When our longings are satisfied, we experience joy. 

 Now, the greater the longing and the deeper the desire, the greater the joy when that 
longing is fulfilled. There is greater joy on oneôs wedding day or day of ordination, than getting 
the autograph of a favorite sport hero (I should thinké). Now the greatest desire of our heart 
is love: to love and be loved perfectly and unconditionally. God is love. He is the One who 
loves us perfectly and unconditionally. God satisfies our deepest longings, the truest desires 
of our hearts. 

 God is in our midst. God is near! Jesus is present to us in our tabernacles by way of 
the Eucharist and He is present in our souls by means of grace. Who recognizes Him? Men 
and women of faith recognize Him! John the Baptist calls us to exercise our baptismal gift of 
faith: God is near! Just as John believed, our Blessed Mother Mary believed, and all the     
disciples came to believe, so can we arrive at a sure and certain faith. We will have our    
deepest longings satisfied, our hopes, and our desire for an intimate union with God realized 
in welcoming the One who is near: Jesus Christ, our Lord! When we recognize His enduring 
presence, we will discover the cause of our joy! Rejoice in the Lord always, I say it again,   
rejoice!

ñWhat should we do?ò This is the questions 
that people, from every walk of life, ask 
John the Baptist. They recognize him as a 
holy man - a man connected to God and 
connected to reality. He seems to under-

stand things and to have a grasp on the world, its strug-
gles, and its solutions. He appears to know who he is 
and what he is about. It is this  confidence and this joy 
for life that attracts others to John as he lives and minis-
ters along the Jordan River. For sure, John the Baptist is 
a colorful character, living out in the desert, eating lo-
custs and wild honey, dressed in a hair shirt and animal 
hide, preaching conversion and repentance. Neverthe-
less, his radical life and his commitment to God attract 
people to him - people who feel dry, empty, and unful-
filled. He appears to be filled with the Spirit, with enthu-
siasm, and with great joy. John is a man who is unafraid 
to bear witness to God, to share his faith, and to live it 
out. John is a man to whom men and women turn for 
guidance and council. They go to John because of his 
witness of faith. He seems to have what they desire 
above all: a solid and intimate relationship with God. He 
is a manôs man - strong and courageous - because he is 
a man of God. He seeks the will of God for his life and 
he willingly follows it. He knows that following God is not 
for wimps but for those willing to struggle and persevere. 
John also knows that the struggle of faith is worthwhile 
and rewarding. It is a battle worth fighting, a journey 
worth making! John the Baptist continues to bear wit-
ness to God and to Christ for us. He remains a model of 
masculine spirituality and Christian witness. It is for this 
reason that we, like those who first came to John along 
the Jordan River, can turn to him and ask: ñWhat should 
we do?ò Repent and believe in the Gospel!

On Thursday, December 10th of this 
year, Bob Fuller, safety director of 
Midwest Cooperatives, will ask 
Lenny Moore, a fellow employee, to 
plug in the Christmas star on top of 
the Pierre elevator.

star will stay lit 24/7 through the 12 days of Christmas, which 
will end on January 6th of 2010. 

The history behind this star is Hanno, a South African former 
employee, suggested to the management that a star be put on 
top of the elevator in Pierre.  He formed a piece of steel into a 
star.  The 6-foot by 6-foot star was installed on the top flat  
landing of the elevator.  Hanno asked if this star could be placed 
on top of the tallest landmark in Pierre so that it would be a
